Theme:			  Cross-Pollination
	

With a deft brush movement, flower growers cross-pollinate plants to cultivate hybrids with new 
forms and colours that delight gardeners. Artists take equal delight in that spark of discovery that 
captures an insight from work by another artist or in another medium.  Whether exploring a new 
glass-working technique, meshing glass with another material, or translating a traditional tech-
nique into glass, we know that our members are inspired by the work of other artists to extend the 
range of what glass can express.  

The intent of this non-juried show is always about being inclusive and community oriented. 
How does a community of vibrant and diverse artists interact? This is one of the questions posed 
with this year’s exhibition. Not only is it about the work on display, it is about how work has, is, 
and can be created. This is why there is a focus on collaboration and cross-pollination. A family 
tree/history wall will inform viewers of other ways members work and “cross-pollinate”.  Mem-
bers are encouraged to exhibit work that demonstrates where cross-pollination has led them or 
reaches for new directions in expression or collaboration. This collaboration can take the form of 
pieces made by a partnership between two or more different artists, or pieces made by teams. 

 

Show:			   This is a non-juried members’ show being presented in partnership with the Roundhouse.

Venue:	
The BCGAA Board of Directors is pleased to announce that our 2010 Exhibit will be returning 
to the Roundhouse. As we know, their Exhibition Hall is a fabulous venue for glass with a wall 
of windows 20 feet high and 60 feet long, divided into 8-foot by 10-foot panes.  Work can be 
displayed on plinths, hung on (movable) walls, hung in front of the windows, or freestanding if the 
work is large and doesn’t need to be secured in a plinth.

Awards:
Awards will be given in selected categories, which may include: Sculptural, Functional, Archi-
tectural, and Body Adornment. Awards will also be given for best emerging work. They will be 
chosen by the 2010 Board of Directors of the BCGAA.

Related Events:	 Gallery Swarm Night, Gala Evening and Silent Auction,  
			   Slide Presentations, lampworking demonstrations, and gallery tours.

Provide Notice of Intention to Submit
Entrants must indicate their intention to submit.  This must include all the information requested in the entry form. Dead-
line is Thursday, August 12th, 2010. (See Notice of Intent to Submit work, attached)

Delivery of Pieces and Show Set-Up 
Drop-off:  Tuesday, September 7th, 9:30 to 11:30am at the Roundhouse.Shipping: Pieces may be mailed or couriered 
to New-Small & Sterling if it is arranged in advance (604-681-6730 or bcgaamail@gmail.com). Pieces must arrive by 
Thursday, September 2nd.Please plan to spend a couple of hours helping with show set-up on Tuesday afternoon.

Show Take Down
Tuesday, September 21st, 10:00 am to 2:00 pm.All pieces must be picked up from the Roundhouse between 10am and 
2pm. Please plan to spend a couple of hours helping with show take-down.
Arrangements for the return shipment of pieces must be made in advance.

·	 Pick-up of pieces after show closes: Tuesday September 21st between 10am and 2pm. Please plan 
to spend some extra time helping with take-down on this day.

Entrants ·	 Individual submissions may be made only by members in good standing of the BCGAA.   
·	 Collaborative works must involve at least one member in good standing. Collaborative efforts will share 
biographical and artist statement space. 
·	 Entrants have a responsibility to make themselves knowledgeable of all rules.  Failure to abide by 
these rules will result in the piece being removed from the show.

Awards ·	 Awards will be given in appropriate categories, such as Sculptural, Functional, Architectural, and Body 
Adornment. 
·	 Judging will be by the 2010 Board of Directors of the BCGAA on the criteria of originality, thematic ob-
servation, artistic merit, technical proficiency, and the use made of the material, with attention to the total impact 
of the piece.  The winner of the Best in Show will be invited to participate in the 2011 SFU show.

Participation ·	 An entrant may submit up to 3 pieces in the show if submitting collaborative work.  However, there is 
a limit of two individual pieces if no collaborative work is submitted. Preference will be shown to the first piece 
listed on the submission form and collaborative work. Please fill out a separate submission form for collaborative 
pieces.

Biographical infor-
mation

·	 Please send a short biography of the artist(s) (max. 100 words) to be included in any print material, 
along with pricing and contact information. Please submit this bio by email if possible.

Entry fees ·	 Please enclose a fee of $45.00 for the first entry and $10.00 for any additional submission. ·	
All entry fees and membership dues must be paid before or on the delivery date for the show on Tuesday, Sept. 
7th, 11:30am.
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Notices and Dead-
lines.

·	 Entrants must indicate their intention to submit. This must include all the information requested in the 
Notice of Intent to Submit Work form.
·	 Deadline is Thursday August 12th.  
·	 Membership and entry fees may be paid when dropping off pieces.
·	 All entries must be submitted by the deadline date and time.  Entries submitted after this deadline will 
not be accepted unless special arrangements have been made in advance with a Board member.

Art Work ·	 Keep in mind that there are only 25 plinths varying in size and capacity, but plenty of space for free 
standing or hung pieces. The intention of the cross-pollination theme is to reveal the variety of ways art can be 
created. Therefore pieces created by teams and assistants, as well as artist partnerships can be considered 
collaborations. Please note that more collaborative pieces can be submitted at the discretion of the facilitators of 
the exhibition, so feel free to contact them.
·	 All pieces must have been completed within the calendar year preceding the opening date of the exhi-
bition, or if not completed within the year, have never been shown publicly within the province of British Colum-
bia.
·	 All pieces must be in final, show-ready form.
·	 Pieces larger than 28” x 28” x 28” will not fit inside standard BCGAA Plexiglas plinth cases.
·	 The submitting artist must provide any special equipment needed for the installation of their piece, 
above and beyond wire for hanging stained glass panes, plinths, and lighting supplied by the BCGAA and the 
Roundhouse.  The exhibitions committee will strive to meet the artists’ requirements within the constraints of 
venue layout and other submitted works.
·	 The artist or a representative must be available to set up any work that requires complex assembly or 
hanging.
·	 Pieces must be dropped off and picked up at the designated times. 
 ·	 Artists must allow for time to unpack or pack pieces within the designated time frames.
·	 Artists who are unfamiliar with the Roundhouse’s gallery space are advised, wherever possible, to visit 
the gallery to acquaint themselves with the possibilities for the display of more complex pieces.  If you can’t get 
there in person, you can check out www.roundhouse.ca and click on Virtual Tour, which will show you views of 
the Exhibition Hall, or go to www.bcgaa.org and look at the photos of previous shows.

Liability ·	 A signed waiver (see the submission form) must be submitted with the piece, agreeing that the BC-
GAA, the City of Vancouver, the Parks Board, and the Roundhouse Community Centre will not be held respon-
sible for loss, damage, or theft of artworks at any time.
·	 The Board of Directors has the right to remove any work from the exhibition that is deemed inappropri-
ate for any reason.

Delivery for the 
show

·	 Deliver pieces to The Roundhouse Community Centre at the corner of Pacific Boulevard and Davie 
Street.  There is a loading zone on Davie (across from Urban Fare) with access to the Exhibition Hall through 
doors in the glass wall.
·	 Out of town members may make arrangements to ship their work to New-Small and Sterling Studio 
Gallery (604-681-6730 or bcgaamail@gmail.com).
·	 All entrants are personally responsible for delivery and pick-up of pieces, to and from the exhibition 
site.

Packing and Stor-
age

·	 The Roundhouse has very limited space for storing packaging materials for exhibition pieces.  ·	 If 
at all possible, wrapping materials for exhibition pieces should be removed from the site, as there is limited stor-
age for packing materials. Packing materials for auction donations should be left for storage at the Roundhouse.
·	 Artists must supply packing materials for pick-up of pieces at takedown of the show.

Pick-up after show ·	 Pick up pieces from the Roundhouse exhibition hall on Tuesday September 21st, between 10 am and 
2 pm. 
·	 Please plan to spend some extra time helping with takedown.

Auction donations ·	 Donated auction pieces will be set out as part of the exhibit, with clipboards available for the public to 
bid, from the opening until the gala and auction.
